The Malaysia International Wind Festival (miwFEST) made its successful debut in 2023, garnering overwhelming
participation with nearly 60 bands and ensembles and almost 1,600 performers. It quickly became one of the
largest events for concert bands in 2023. In 2024, the festival saw a significant increase in participation, with 70
bands and ensembles and up to 2,000 performers, further demonstrating the festival's growth and its strong
reception within the community.

In line with its mission to support the development of concert and marching bands in Malaysia, the MCMBA is
proud to continue organizing the Malaysia International Wind Festival (miwFEST) in 2025.
